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Tips: Point spacing for lines

Variable vs. constant point density

The default” settings for AutoSpace Distance (shown below) place a higher point density in areas of
the image that have curved lines, and a lower point density in areas of an image that have straight lines.
This provides the best utilization of the scanner’s bandwidth. It also results in laser frames with the least
number of points.

AutoSpace Distance

...blanked lines 800

...&traight lines 300

ocurved lines

ecurve detect

However, as the point density changes, so does the apparent brightness in that area. If you would like to
have even brightness over the entire image (constant point density), there are two ways to accomplish
this.

One way is to make the Curved lines point density exactly the same as the Straight lines point
density:

AutoSpace Distance
...blanked lines 800
...straight lines 200
ocurved lines 200

..curve detect 50

The other way is to simply set Curve detect to a value of 0:

AutoSpace Distance
...blanked lines 800

...straight lines 200

...curved lines

...curve detect

Note that in both cases, the Straight lines point density needs to be decreased from the default value
of 300. This ensures there will be enough points placed for small details and to avoid rounding in the
images.
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Controlling the intensity of the ends of lines
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The default” setting for AutoAnchor Points (shown below) has Accelerate/Decelerate enabled. This
helps the scanner ease in and out of lines. It also reduces the number of points that you need to use at
the beginning and ending of lines.

AutoAnchor Points
¥ Accelerate/Decelerate

...at line beginnings 2

...atline endings 2

However, it could also slightly increase the brightness at the beginning and ending of a line as well. In
some situations, you don’t want to call attention to the beginning and ending of a line. For example, in
the picture below, as the landscape goes behind the dinosaur and outside the window, it would be best if
there were no additional brightness.

To reduce the brightness at the beginning and ending of lines, you can disable the
Accelerate/Decelerate feature:

AutoAnchor Points
Accelerate/Decelerate

...at line beginnings 2

...at line endings

In addition, you could also reduce the number of points at the beginning and ending of a line.
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For any number value, you can return to the Lasershow Converter MAX default value by right-clicking on

the up/down arrow:

For non-numeric values, such as option buttons, check boxes, and drop-down lists, you cannot
automatically return to the Lasershow Converter MAX default values. However, the pictures in this help

file usually depict the default values, so you can reference the appropriate picture and manually set the
default value.
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
